3. | MINUTES | CC24 — 2014

The Chairman was authorised to sign the minutes of the last meeting held on 22"
January 2014 as a correct record subject to the following addition to the minute for
item 6 Changes by the Executive Leader in the Scheme of Delegation and
Executive Functions highlighted in bold text below:

Council received the report of the Solicitor to the Council setting out the Cabinet
appointments made by the Leader and detailing the revocation of the delegated



power for the Radnorshire Committee to make future Permanent Traffic Regulation
Orders in respect of Water Break its Neck and Moelfre City.

4. BUDGET FOR 2014-15, MEDIUM TERM FINANCIAL | CC25 -2014
PLAN 2014-17 AND CAPITAL PROGRAMME FOR 2014-
19

The Portfolio Holder for Finance presented the Budget report. He noted that a 4.6%
decrease in the settlement from Welsh Government meant a reduction in funding of
£8.712m. The Medium Term Financial Plan for 2014/15 included investment and
service pressures of £12.237m, and in order to produce a balanced budget savings
of £17.387m had been identified and included in the plan. The budget proposed an
increase in Council Tax of 3.95%.

In addition to the savings outlined in the Budget report, the Cabinet tabled a paper
proposing a further £336k in savings, but reducing the cut to Adult Social Service
Grants from 50% to 30% and reducing the call on reserves from £975k to £665k.
The Portfolio Holder for Finance explained that the Cabinet had looked at the
proposals put forward by the Conservative group and had taken on board what they
had considered deliverable. The Portfolio Holder for Adult Social Services proposed
a further amendment to withdraw the proposal for full cost recovery for attendance
at day centres at £36 per attendance up to a maximum of £50 per week. This would
result in a £10,000 adjustment to the budget.

The leader of the Welsh Conservative Group moved an amendment to the budget
(Appendix F to the report). The Chief Executive left the meeting during this part of
the discussion as one of the proposals related to the pay of senior managers. The
proposal included savings of £1,195m, reinstated funding for CAB, postponed the
introduction of ALN savings and protected the grant given to North Powys Youth
Music Trust. The proposal was for an increase in Council Tax of 2.3%. The leader of
the Welsh Conservative Group argued that the amount of Council Tax in paid by
households in Powys was amongst the highest in Wales when Council Tax benefit
was taken into account.

A number of members expressed concerns that if the Council set a Council Tax at
half the Welsh average then other Welsh authorities would be very unlikely in future
years to support the “floor” without which the Council budget would have been
£1.5m worse off.

A number of members questioned the proposal to cease operation of the Wyeside
Caravan Park as it was a source of revenue for the Council. The Portfolio Holder for
Regeneration explained that the intention was to sell it as a going concern.

A number of members spoke in support of CABs.
A number of members raised the issue of the consultation on ALN currently

underway. County Councillors M.C. Alexander, J. Jones, W.B. Thomas and D.H.
Williams left the meeting whilst ALN was discussed It was noted that there were




parts of the county were there was no provision and a number of members called for
good practice to be rolled across the county. In the absence of the Portfolio Holder
for Education and Children’s Services who had a personal and prejudicial interest,
County Councillor Brown explained that the proposals for ALN being consulted upon
were not a savings exercise but a response to an Estyn inspection which had
directed the Council to change the way in which it delivered the service. He
recognised that the issue was getting confused and therefore proposed that the ALN
proposal be removed from the budget to allow completion of the current consultation
process. This would require the use of £87,500 reserves.

Following some further discussion, a motion that the amendment put forward by
Councillor Brown be put to the vote was moved, seconded and approved.

RESOLVED that the proposal in relation to ALN be removed
from the budget for 2014/15 to allow completion of the current
consultation process so the Cabinet can consider the results of
the consultation. This requires the use of £87,500 reserves.

The amendment to the budget put forward by the Welsh Conservative Group as set
out in Appendix F to the report was then put to the vote and was lost.

Council then considered the amendment put forward by the Portfolio Holder for
Adult Social Services not to seek to increase charges for attendance at day centres
to full cost delivery at £36 per attendance up to a maximum of £50 per week. He
was asked how the proposal on page 8 of Appendix C to the budget report squared
with the Equality Impact Assessment (EqIA) and he acknowledged that the
language used in the EqIA had caused confusion. He explained that what was being
proposed was the reconfiguration and continued delivery of services rather than
services being closed. He could not give any guarantees on future eligibility criteria
or the maintaining of existing services and that either all services would be
maintained in the same way or that some services would need to change shape
significantly in order to afford a new model.

RESOLVED that the proposal to seek to increase charges for
attendance at day centres to full cost delivery at £36 per
attendance up to a maximum of £50 per week be removed from
the budget.

The amendment put forward by the Cabinet proposing a further £336k in savings,
but reducing the cut to Adult Service Grants from 50% to 30% and reducing the call
on reserves from £975k to £665k was put to the vote and was lost.

Council then considered the Budget as amended in respect of ALN and cost
recovery for attendance at day centres. The Portfolio Holder for Finance confirmed
that the Cabinet did have the EqglAs when they considered the budget at the
meeting on 18" February. Members asked about provision of meals on wheels for
those clients who required the service. The Portfolio Holder for Adult Social Services
gave an assurance that those who needed meals would continue to receive them



but not in the same way as now. He gave an undertaking to engage with local
members on the reconfiguration of services.

A number of members questioned how deliverable the savings proposals in the
budget were and at the burden being placed on schools.

The leader of the Welsh Labour Group put forward an amendment to defer
consideration of the budget so a cross party group could be established to look
again at the high risk elements of the budget to ensure that they were SMART and
that the Council Tax fairly reflects the Welsh average.

Following an adjournment for a meeting of group leaders, Council was advised that
the group leaders had agreed to meet to seek to come to some agreement. The
leader of the Welsh Labour Group agreed to withdraw her motion and on her
motion, duly seconded it was

RESOLVED that consideration of the budget be deferred until
5t March.
