The Council is unable to deliver a financially sustainable budget over the sort and medium term. The probability of
this risk is heightened due to the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic and its impact on Welsh Government funding
and subsequent settlements to the Council.

The impact on the Council as a result of Brexit.

Non compliance with data protection legislation (General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) and UK Data

Heart of Wales Property Services (HOWPS) being unable to undertake contracted work in a timely and cost
effective manner.

Compliance in Powys County Council Housing Stock
