Addressing a major problem on the A4215 road from Sennybridge to Libanus where 
there have been several deaths and accidents.  Liaising with officers from Powys 
Council, police and involvement with Welsh Government, we still have a long way to go 
although Powys have put signs on road of impending danger, mainly due to motorbikes 
using the road as a racetrack and also we see the need to down rate the road to 7.5tons 
except for access as the road goes from single track to normal 2 lane carriage. 
 
Work within BBNPA takes up a considerable amount of time and regretfully meetings 
clash. 
 
I was very heavily involved in my constituency in local events and problems, road issues 
are always ongoing and the village of Crai is still awaiting 30mph limits 18 months on and
